How to use the board stand

® The magnet board can be hung from the upper frame or cross rail.

® When hanging the board, use the board hook to hook the hole on the upper part of the board,
and hold the bottom of the board down with a board clip.

® When using pen stands, stacking trays, and magazine stands, hang them on the cross rail
(for board stands only).

® Insert hanging hooks into the slit beneath the cross rails, and use them to hang the non-woven
fabric pockets.

® The upper part of the cross rail can be used to store pens temporarily.
